Filling in your consultation comment form

1. What do you think of the proposal?

I totally oppose it and want ownership and management of my home and local estate to remain with the Crown Estate.

2. Are there any aspects of the proposed change of ownership and management which concern you?

I am concerned that changing to a new landlord, whether a private landlord or Housing Association, could result in loss of security of tenure, rent rises, the introduction of market rents, and the end of keyworker lettings.

3. Do you have any other concerns or issues you wish to raise with us about this proposal?

I am concerned about the effects for our local community which currently has a good mix of age groups and occupations. I feel this proposal disregards the Crown Estate’s long history of involvement and care for local people in this area.  I am not confident that residents’ views will be taken into account in the decision-making process. 

4. What aspects of the estate and how it is managed would you want to retain in their current form?

That all rented homes should remain affordable for existing and new tenants. The policy of key-worker lettings should continue. Ceiling rents should be maintained, as should the availability of voluntary transfers within the estate e.g. when family circumstances change. There should be no market rents and no selling- off of individual flats/houses on the open market. Dialogue and cooperation between Residents’ Associations and Housing Staff and tenant involvement in local decision-making should also be retained. 

5. What changes would you like to see at your estate?

I am generally happy with the way the estate has been managed.  

6. Is there anything you would like more information about?

Yes. I would like more information on the background to the proposed sale (e.g. the review of housing) and on who the buyers might be.
